A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
OF THE VALLEY CENTER FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT 

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES MANUAL 

WHEREAS, the Valley Center Fire Protection District (the "District") and Lexipol company 
("Lexipol") entered into an agreement for District policies and procedures services, by and between 
them, effective December 22,2015 (the "Agreement") and; 

WHEREAS, the Agreement provides for policy and procedure development, and electronic storage 
and retrieval (hosting) services; and 

WHEREAS, the District desires to adopt lind maintain relevant and legally current policies and 
procedures; and following a discussion of the matter, upon otion duly made and seconded, it was 

RESOLVED, that: 

The District hereby adopts the policies and procedures which h ve been approved by the Fire Chief 
and published in the District's Lexipol Knowledge Management System (the "KMS"); and 

Approved District J)Olicies and procedures shall be published to the KMS for review by all affected 
District officials and pe onnel; and 

In the event of conflicting in 0 ation, approved ~S policies and procedures shall supersede any 
and all preceding District policies, procedures and Standard Operating Guidelines (SOGs); and 

Previously approved District policies, procedures and SOGs shall remain in full effect until such 
time a revision or termination of said policy is approved by the Fire Chief; and it was, 

FURTHER, RESOLVED that: 

The Fire Chief is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and execute policies and procedures on 
behalf of the District, as necessary. 

Introduced, approved and adopted this 17'h Day of January, 2019.
